What is the church? Is it this building? Who makes up the church? (the children of God) 
John 1:12-13 - How do we become part of the church? (When we are born again we become part of God’s church)

Acts 2:42 - What happens inside the church? (teaching, fellowship, breaking of bread & prayer)

Revelation 19:6-7 – What is it John is hearing? (praises to God) What’s it sound like? (crowd, rushing water, thunder) Have you ever heard loud rushing water? Who is the Lamb? (Jesus Christ)  Who is the wife? (the church) Discuss how Jesus loves the church like a husband loves his wife and would even die for her (which He did).

Revelation 19:8-9 – What was given to the church? (white linens) What does the bright linen’s represent? ( the good deeds done for Jesus)


Hebrews 10:24-25 - Why is it important to remain in a local church? (stir up good works…because we are told to)
Object Lesson: List Time
 
Object: White board & marker
Lesson:  have the kids list reasons the church is special or have them share a time they were blessed by our church.  Teachers should also share reasons they feel the church is special. (Examples: great teaching, support during hard times, people helped me with a meal when I was sick, get to see my best friend, learn God’s word…)

Tape one piece of colored paper to the back of each chair. Mix up the colors so

Start the music and have children walk around the chairs. 
Stop the music. Have the children sit in the chair closest to them. Each child will 

have a chair. 

The teacher will call out a color. Everyone sitting in the chair with that color will 

stand and recite the memory verse or can pick a challenge question from below to 

answer.

How To:
1.   Set up chairs in a circle one for each child

                                chairs. One color per chair.       

                          3.   Play music on CD player provided.

4.   Stop music.

5.   Pick a color from above.  Have those children stand. Those children standing 

      that have that color will answer a Challenge question or recite the memory 

      verse from last week.
6.   If they don’t answer the question correctly, then their color will have to sit  

      out the next round.
