Have Kids Open Bibles and Read along or have them read the areas of scripture.

Today we learn a big word! Can you all say “sanctification?” Does anyone know what this means? (to set apart, make holy, to purify)

Sanctification is the process of God making us more like Jesus.


(we are saved by grace but God does not just save us and leave us that way…he changes us)


2 Cor 5:17 – What happens when we are born again (“in Christ”)? What are the “old things” mentioned in this verse? (sins and bad habits)  Does it all happen at once? (sometimes but not always)


Phil 2:12-13 – We know that we are saved by grace and not by works so what does it mean to “work out your own salvation?” (because of what Jesus did for us it should lead us to obey Him and work to build the kingdom of God) Is this done by our power? (verse 13) So it is God’s Spirit in us that causes us to do good.


Why should we be sanctified? 1 Cor 6:19-20 – We are not our own.  The Bible says we have been bought at a price…what was that price?
 GOSPEL PRESENTATION
Object Lesson: 
Object: two kids, table, lego blocks, paper heart
Lesson:  (Have one kid come to the table and have them hold their hands behind their back.)  Explain that they represent us without Jesus.  We have no ability to do good on our own.  Explain that when we are saved God changes our heart (place heart on child) and fills us with the Spirit so that we can do the things God asks us to do.  (Have second kid place hand through arms of other kid and have them assemble a tower with the legos).  Explain how God has set us apart and changed us so that we desire Him and desire to serve Him and turn away from the sin in our lives. (note: make sure to have two boys or two girls do this activity together)

Game:

Bible Connect 4

Supplies:
Dry Erase Board & Markers (2 colors)

How To:
1.   Split the class into two teams and draw the connect 4 maze on the

board.  See example below.

Select which team goes first.

Ask one player from the first team a question.

If they answer the question right then they get to make a move on the connect 4 board. 

If the player gets the answer wrong then the other team gets to make a move on the connect 4 board.

Ask one person on the other team the next question.  Same rules apply to correct and incorrect answers.

Select a new member of each team for every play to ensure that every player gets to answer a question.

First team with 4 in a row wins.  The direction can be either vertical, horizontal, or diagonal.

Repeat the game as time allows.
